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The popularity of Infrared Thermometers continues to grow because of their ease of use, reliability and affordability. Like traditional thermometers, IR thermometers translate hot and cold into numeric measurements.  However, unlike traditional methods, an IR thermometer does not require you to touch the object you are measuring.  Simply point and immediately read the temperature in the display. 
High temperature Thermocouple replacement has become an increased requirement due to increasing prices in high temperature resistant materials and with the availability and proven applications the non-contact Infrared unit proves to be a long lasting viable alternative for many sites.
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Knowing the heat of an object is extremely useful, especially around liquids nearing their flash points, or on a process operating at a critical temperature.
